1. Discussion about proceeding with Instructor Committees for 200 series
Draft SL for Curriculum Planning faculty meeting January 2017
IMMEDIATE AND PRESSING ISSUES:
· Providing OAS with more longterm planning security regarding who teaches the core series (2-3 years?)
· involving new faculty in the rotations for each core course
· discussing general and substantive features of each core course 
The Curriculum Committee requests that faculty currently teaching JSIS 200, 201, and 202 as well as interested new faculty form an Instructor Committee for the respective class and address the following questions:
(1) How can current instructors help facilitate introduction of new instructors to a course?
(2) How can long-term planning be ensured?
(3) What are the core topics of each class that should be the ‘brick and mortar’ – but also: How can new faculty help develop the class in new directions?
(4) What analytic skill sets will each of the 200 series courses teach? Do these skills build on each other?
(5) How can we develop equity and diversity and teaching content and instructors?
January faculty meeting agrees to a four-step process:
1. Sabine and Wolf will draft letter for Resat to send out to all faculty, including a doc with recent first paragraphs of syllabi plus learning goals for 200, 201, 202.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack] Resat will specifically invite faculty to help facilitate an Inst. Com. Question for Resat; How many ourse development grants for committing to teaching a class twice?
3. Schedule an introductory meeting for instructors (interested faculty) for all 200 series classes to discuss current content and possible shifts. 2nd week SPRING QUARTER
4. Form instructor committees for each class

STRUCTURE: 
Each Instructor Committee has one or two facilitators who check in with the other 200-level Committees on a regular basis. Instructor subcommittees will work independently and report back to CC end of spring quarter and again in the fall. 


Sabine will discuss the idea with Resat to have 200, and possibly 202, be. taught twice a year.

Resat will encourage all faculty to participate in the process in spring.
