In addition to exploring the challenges and 
opportunities created by India’s urban development, participants will gain first-
hand experience of the country’s fascinating history, society, and culture, while 
also engaging in productive partnerships and exchanges with local university 
faculty. 
 
The program is only open to faculty members at community colleges or 
minority-serving institutions. Awarded faculty will receive round-trip travel, 
accommodations, and meals for the seminar.
